  Directions:
1. Cut all pieces out
2. Stamp “Hello” on small oval
3. Glue small oval onto scalloped oval
4. Cut Square from corner to corner to make two triangles
a. Score the diagonal side at 3/8 in for both pieces
b. Glue the scored section to the back side of card so that flap is free to fold down.  One on top and one on the bottom.  cut off the little wings that stick out
5.  Glue Folded card onto 5-1/2 x 4-1/4 piece of Real red, hiding the folded part of the triangles
6. Glue Basic White piece inside card
7. Glue smaller snail to bottom left side of Basic White
8. Glue 4 x 2-1/2 DSP to Real Red then center on top triangle making sure to cover bottom part of triangle evenly.  corners should hit edges of triangles top and bottom leaving even edge all around.
9. Glue larger snail directly to top flap or if blends in too much, onto a background punch of Real Red.
10. pop up ovals for bottom of the flap.  See pictures.
